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Ben Corbett, Sound Engineer
Sound Engineers are responsible for the 
sound quality at a live music concert. 
Microphones, ampli�ers, speakers and 
mixers must be set up so everyone 
experiences the best sound possible.

Helen Leathem, Lighting Technician
Lighting Technicians set up and operate 
lighting equipment. Their work is really 
important at a live music concert. Colours, 
effects and movement help to create the 
right atmosphere.

Keith Chew, Structural Engineer
Structural Engineers design structures. 
That includes theatres, stages and all 
the rigging that holds up the lights and 
props. They have to make sure they don’t 
collapse, bend, twist or vibrate too much.

Eilish McGeehan, Electrical Engineer
Electrical Engineers design and calculate 
how to connect everything electric at 
a concert. That includes all electrical 
appliances and lights – sometimes the 
stage even has electric moving parts.
